Body Text Header
Try to make your text brief and to the point.  You want to convey essential information, but it is counterproductive to crowd text onto the page.

It’s important not to use large blocks of text, which can be difficult to read.  Break up your information into chunks, separated by subheads.  It’s fine to use graphic devices like the one at left; but it’s best to use one dominant piece of art (as above); anything else should be secondary. And don’t get carried away—a lot of artwork on the page tends to be distracting. 

Body Text Header

Make sure your text covers the essentials.  It’s often helpful to answer these questions in your flier: what, when, where, why, and how much.

You are not obligated to fill up every square inch of the page.  If there is more information to be obtained, be sure to let the reader know how to obtain it.  And it’s always important to include a phone number and e-mail address for further information.
